RELOCATION
In case you missed the memo, Race Day Events World Headquarters relocated this past November. The new
address is 2829 Royal Ave in Madison, in the Braun building just west of the Wal-Mart Super Center.

e Building Access - * [4-digit PIN] # (i.e. 7777 would be * 7777 #)
e Personal Vehicles - Front parking lot or on Industrial Dr
e RDE Vehicles - Please return them where & how you found them. Not
comfortable backing up? Ask another member of the crew for help or
contact Eli to schedule some training - we want you to be comfortable
and safe.

TRAINING TIPS

EXTENSION CORDS

Did you know there’s a right and a wrong way to wind an extension cord onto a plastic reel? The male end should
be the loose end that you can easily pull off the reel. Whether on a wall or a generator, your source outlet is typically
going to be at least 12 inches above ground level.

When the male end is the loose end, you can
easily plug it into your source outlet and then
work your way back, unwinding only the amount
of cord needed to reach your equipment.

If the male end is the secured end, either the cord
is hanging from the outlet (damaging the cord &
the outlet) or you're unwinding the entire cord off
the reel.

SCRIM TOTES

Going forward, scrim totes should only contain scrim. Please do not put zip ties (used or unused) in these totes.
Starting with Big Chill on the 21st, the warehouse will return to loading bags of zip ties in the back of the vehicle
near the scrim and/or banners, as opposed to inside a tote or truss bag. When bags of zip ties are left inside of
containers, our inventory count gets off and we order more before we need to. When totes come back with
garbage zip ties in them, it just makes a mess for the next person working with that scrim.

The next time you're packing up scrim, or any other equipment, think about how you would like it to look the next
time you need to work with it. The more we can take care of out stuff, the better it's going work and look for many
weekends to come.
